AIRLINE PASSENGERS TOP 300 MILLION

Ten years ago, in 1969, as the first decade of commercial jet transportation came
to a close, the scheduled airlines of the United States carried 172 million passengers
125 billion miles. In 1979, in addition to moving nine out of every 10 intercity first
class letters and about 4.5 million tons of high value freight, the U.S. airlines, with
more than 300,000 employees, continued their role as the dominant intercity public
transportation mode, carrying 317 million passengers 262 billion miles in domestic
and international service.

As a measure of the efficiency and productivity of air transportation, the num-
ber of flights in 1979 remained about the same as in 1969, while revenue passenger
miles more than doubled. But the airline story of 1979 was not one totally of growth.
Despite a 15 per cent gain in traffic, profits declined sharply from 1978.

Soaring fuel costs — up 89 per cent in December, 1979, compared with Decem-
ber, 1978, and accounting for more than $2.3 billion in increased expenditures —
primarily were responsible for the sharp drop in airline earnings. Operating profits
of $1.4 billion in 1978 plummeted in 1979 to about $200 million, the sharpest dip
in airline profits in any year.

Details of the airline industry's 1979 performance are set forth in this annual
report prepared by the Air Transport Association, whose members represent more
than 98 per cent of U.S. scheduled airline passenger traffic.

Looking beyond 1979, the growth of air transportation is projected to increase
—the Federal Aviation Administration forecasts 500 million passengers annually by
the end of the decade — although 1980 could see a temporary downturn.

Safety must and will remain the highest priority in the national air transporta-
tion system. A $3.5 billion surplus in the Aviation Trust Fund — 90 per cent of
receipts are paid by airline passengers and shippers — provides ample resources for
increased safety expenditures, and makes possible and equitable a significant reduc-
tion in the 8% domestic passenger tax and related international departure and
freight waybill taxes paid by airline users.

In 1980, general aviation's aircraft total will exceed 200,000 compared with
the 2,500 air carrier aircraft. Clearly, it will be necessary that the nation enhance
airport and airway capacity in the years ahead to meet public transportation de-
mands and the burgeoning growth of general aviation.

Fuel costs, about 12 percent of airline operating costs in 1973 and now more
than 30 per cent, are a matter of urgent concern. So too is the vital requirement
for adequate capital formation. Investment incentives must be improved and operat-
ing profit margins, which in 1979 were less than 1 per cent on each dollar of
revenues, must recover the strength of 1 and be sustained at that level to make
possible procurement of more than $4/Killion in new aircraft annually over the

next five years. / M

Definition of Terms

Revenue Passenger Mile. One fare-paying passenger transported one mile.
Revenue passenger miles are computed by multiplying the number of revenue

passengers by the miles which they are flown.

Available Seat Miles. The total number of seats available for the transportation

?If revenue passengers multiplied by the number of miles which those seats are
own.

Revenue Passenger Load Factor. The percentage of seating capacity which is
actually sold and utilized. Computed by dividing revenue passenger miles flown
by available seat miles flown in scheduled revenue passenger service.
Revenue Ton Mile. One ton of revenue traffic transported one statute mile.
Revenue ton miles are computed by multiplying tons of revenue traffic (pas-
sengers, freight, mail and express) by the miles which this traffic is flown.

Available Ton Miles. The total number of tons available for the transportation
of passengers, freight and mail multiplied by the number of miles which this
capacity is flown.

Revenue Ton Mile Load Factor. The percentage of total capacity available for
passengers, freight and mail which is actually sold and utilized. Computed by
dividing total revenue ton miles actually flown by total available ton miles.
Air Cargo. In the United States, this term refers to the total volume of freight,
mail and express traffic which is transported by air. In other countries, this
term refers only to air freight. Statistics herein include the following:

Freight —The airlift of commodities of all kinds—includes small package
counter services.

Express—Priority reserved freight and express services.
U.S. Mail—All classes of mail transported for the U.S. Postal Service.

Net Profit Margin. Net profit after interest and after taxes as per cent of
ope;ating revenue.

Operating Profit Margin. Operating profit (operating revenues minus operating
expenses), as per cent of operating revenues.

Public Service Revenues (Subsidy). Payments by the federal government which
provide for air service to communities in the United States where traffic levels
are such that air service could not otherwise be supported.

Revenue Passenger Enplanements. The total number of revenue passengers
boarding aircraft in scheduled service, including originating, stopover or on-line
connecting passengers.

Net Profit or Loss. This figure is before ““accounting changes” and after other
non-operating income and expenses which are not shown.

Rate of Return on Investment. For 1978 and 1979 the rate of return on invest-
ment reflects earnings before accounting changes plus gross interest expense.
Total investment in a five-quarter average of total net worth (stockholders’
equity) plus long-term debt including current notes payable, current and non-
current lease obligations, advances from associated companies and nontransport
division, and unamortized premium (less discount) on debt.

Balance Sheet. Balance Sheet data for the domestic trunk airlines include their
international as well as domestic operations. The all-cargo category includes
domestic and international all-cargo carriers.
