Sixty years ago, Charles Lindbergh made the first nonstop transatlantic crossing,
opening a new era in air transportation. It was, of course, a record-breaking flight and
the harbinger of many great things to come in aviation.

As this annual report of the U.S. scheduled airline industry shows, the year 1986
was also a record-breaking year for U.S. commercial aviation. Above all else, the major
U.S. scheduled airlines registered not one passenger fatality on some 6.4 million flights
in 1986. The year saw a record 418 million passenger enplanements, undoubtedly
stimulated by the greatest-ever decline in air fares.

But record levels of safety. passenger traffic and low fares are the positive
highlights of a year that unfortunately also saw record numbers of flight delays.

While airlines cause some of these delays themselves, many more are the result of
a system of airports and air traffic contro! that has not kept pace with the growth in air
travel. Ten years ago, the airlines carried 223 million passengers on 4.8 million flights. In
1987, 450 million passengers are expected to board U.S. airliners and the Federal Avia-
tion Administration predicts that the passenger count will pass the 600 million mark by
the early 1990's.

Congress is now debating how best to provide for that growth. It is clear from our
experience of the last 20 years that we do not now have an infrastructure that is ade-
quate to support our airport and airways system. The political budget process interferes

with the FAA's ability to properly fund and manage crucial modernization programs. Per-
sonnel regulations with which the FAA must comply are not flexible enough to meet the
demands of a dynamic industry, and the traditional government procurement process
does not allow FAA leaders to acquire modern equipment on a timely basis.

Looking to 1987 and beyond, the airline industry will continue to urge Congress to
take the necessary steps to correct these deficiencies, and to provide the people who
manage our airport and airways system — who do an outstanding job — with the
resources they need. It is critically important that air transportation needs so vital to the
strength and growth of our nation be met today while we plan intelligently for tomorrow.
